Junior Reserve Officers’ Training Corps Curriculum Requisition Procedures

1.  Junior ROTC curriculum materials must be ordered electronically through the U.S. Army Publishing Agency in St. Louis, MO, using the USAPA World Wide Web (www) Home Page.

Please note that paper copies of DA Form 4569 and telephonic orders are no longer accepted.

The home page address of USAPA is www.usapa.army.mil.  Once connected to the home page, access the ordering menu and enter your publication account information.

2.  Account numbers are assigned by USAPA upon submission of a completed DA Form 12-R.

All units, unless otherwise directed, must have a publication account with USAPA. The DA

Form 12-R should be completed by Bdes or higher headquarters and faxed to USAPA at

DSN 892-0920 or COMM (314) 592-0920, ATTN: Account Processing. Instructors should address questions concerning account information to a member of USAPA Account Processing Team at DSN 892-0910 or COMM (314) 592-0910.

3.  JROTC Curriculum materials have been distributed to units, Bdes and Rgns.  Units may order additional copies of the curriculum materials for sustainment or replacement purposes, however, quantities are limited.  Individual account holders may order up to100 copies of the Cadet Reference, 30 copies of each Student Core Text Manual, and 2 sets of instructor material.  If additional materials are required please contact JROTC Operations at DSN 680-3670 or COMM (757) 788-3670 before placing an order.  USACC will requisition materials for newly established programs.  Directors of Army Instruction should contact their Bde/AC before placing orders for existing programs.
