ACQUISITION OF .22 CALIBER RIFLES

FOR ALL CONCERNED:  A potential problem currently exists regarding acquisition of .22 Caliber Rifles.  Cadet Command Logistics Representative contacted the Item Manager concerning the problem, and was told Rock Island  was currently experiencing a funding shortfall.  In other words, funds are not available at this time to purchase or repair .22 Caliber Rifles.  However, when a unit turns-in .22 Cal weapons that are condition code A or B (serviceable condition), those weapons are immediately made available for re-issue.  When weapons are turned-in by units and received at the depot in unserviceable condition, they are held in storage until funds become available for repair.  At this time, the Item Manager does not know when funding will be available for weapons repair or acquisition, which will eliminate the problem at hand.  Nevertheless, Rock Island continues working towards getting more weapons upgraded to issueable stocks. The .22 Caliber Rifle is not obsolete, and Rock Island recommends that units continue to place their orders for required replacement assets. 

A NOTE OF SPECIAL INTEREST:  The Item Manager emphasizes the fact that units are not allowed to acquire weapons through local purchase procedures using government funds.  However, if schools desire to use their own funds to acquire them they may do so, but weapons purchased by the schools will not be accounted for, stored with, nor maintained as government property.   As of this date, Rock Island has not disseminated any official notification on this subject, but Cadet Command Logistics will continue to work with the Item Manager to achieve a viable solution, which will aid ROTC units.
