Condition Code B Uniforms - Used Military Clothing





Cadet Command has received several reports that used military clothing (Condition Code B) is sometimes issued to ROTC Senior units in lieu of new uniforms (Condition Code A), and units are paying the full Fed-Log price.  Code B uniforms are "used clothing" and considered serviceable; they are sold to using units for less than full Fed-Log prices (usually one-half the current price). 





The following guidance is provided:





    a.  Senior ROTC units are not to be issued Code B uniforms.  When a SROTC unit receives Code B uniforms, contact the support installation for resolution or submit a Report of Discrepancy (ROD) for resolution. 





    b.  Junior ROTC units may be issued Code B uniforms as long as they are serviceable (like new or close-to new) and the cost does not exceed one-half the current Fed-Log price.





    c.  Upon receipt of a uniform order, be sure to confirm the condition of the clothing.  Review the supply document to confirm the correct cost of item(s) received.





    d.  When Condition Code B clothing is received and the supply document reflects full Fed-Log price, submit a Report of Discrepancy to your supply support activity; and fax a copy to the RM Logistics Help Desk (757) 788-2692.
