The Defense Reutilization and Marketing Service

Recyclable Government materiel is available at bargain prices through the Defense Reutilization and Marketing Service (DRMS) and may be used by Senior ROTC units to fill shortages of authorized equipment at the battalions.

The DRMS website allows you to search their inventory, browse the property catalogs, and submit requests for surplus Government property. 

1.  Instructions to locate items available through the Defense Reutilization Market Service:

     a.  Go to http://www.drms.dla.mil.  You can locate the DRMO nearest you by clicking on the second item on the left hand side.  All sites are listed along with points of contact and driving directions to get there.

     b.  Located about 1/3 of the way down the page click on I am a Military, Government, Nonprofit, or Public Service Agency (Reutilization/Transfer/Donation (R/T/D) Customers).
     c.  You have found the R/T/D page.  On the left hand side of this page is a column of topics.  Here you need to click on DoD Property Search.

     d.  This brings you to the Property Search page.  You are given several search options.  The fastest option is the Expanded Prototype Search Form.  On this form type in the NIIN, i.e., the last nine digits of the National Stock Number, of the item you want to find.  Choose the site closest to your location.  Select the options.  You will get an immediate report directly below this form.

2.  Acquisition approval:

Once you have located the items you need forward your request through the brigade to the Supply Support Activity for processing. 

All property obtained from the DRMS MUST BE AUTHORIZED by a CTA, TDA, or other authorization document.  The quantity ordered must not exceed the number authorized.
