SUBJECT:  IMPAC Credit Card Usage by Bonded and Contracted Employees

1.  A determination has been made that bonded university/college employee and contracted (MPRI) employees cannot be issued an IMPAC credit card.  In addition, these types of employees cannot be designated as IMPAC Approving/Billing Officials.

2.  In an effort to ease the acquisition process at these battalions, Cadet Command sought an exception to policy from TRADOC to allow bonded university/college employees and contracted employees to use the IMPAC card.  TRADOC did not grant the exception to policy for either university or ROTC contract employees.

3.  According to the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 13.301 and FAR 1.603.3, only a government employee (military or civilian) can use the purchase card.  Contract and bonded employees may select, organize and retrieve supplies and services for battalions.  However, to complete the purchase, only a government employee is allowed to sign the IMPAC card receipt or telephonically assign IMPAC card numbers to purchases.  

4.  The current government staff level can support IMPAC cardholder and billing official functions.  However, with the continuous reduction in government manpower, ROTC will be relying more on contract/bonded employees to provide quality support to our schools.  For this reason we will continue to pursue alternative methods that will allow these types of employees to make mission essential purchases.
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5.  Ensure widest dissemination of this information to brigades, and senior battalions.
