MEMORANDUM FOR Region Commanders (ROTC), U.S. Army Cadet Command

SUBJECT:  ROTC Band Equipment

1.  ROTC units are to turn-in all on-hand government owned band equipment in accordance with AR 710-2, DA Pam 710-2-1, and 

CCR 700-1.  However, this command understands the complexity of removing such equipment and will allow for a final transitional period for units to gradually eliminate band equipment from Army accountability.  

2.  Each unit will notify this headquarters (ATCC-RR) of final disposition/turn-in of band equipment NLT 1 Oct 04.  This additional period of time will allow units to work out an arrangement with their schools to allow JROTC/SROTC programs to be supported with band instruments under the school’s oversight.

3.  Rationale:  Headquarters, Department of the Army (HQDA), deleted the Basis of Issue for ROTC band equipment from the edition of AR 71-13, Appendix D (DA Equipment, Authorization and Usage Program).  HQDA directed removal of all band equipment from the 0196 Table of Equipment and Allowances (TDA).

4.  HQDA granted exceptions to policy on three occasions allowing ROTC units to retain excess band assets, with the understanding that activities were not to replace, repair, or service equipment at government expense.  Turn-in was directed when equipment became unserviceable, or no longer required.   

5.  Granting three exceptions shows HQDA’s willingness and flexibility to support Cadet Command units; therefore, in the interest of cooperation and abiding by established rules, units are to turn-in band equipment as indicated.
